In a letter to U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken, Senators Ed Markey (D-MA), Bill
Cassidy (R-LA), Thom Tillis (R-NC), and Gary Peters (D-MI) called on the Biden
Administration to prioritize the release of Armenian prisoners of war and Artsakh’s
political leadership illegally detained by Azerbaijan as a precondition for negotiations,
reported the Armenian National Committee of America (ANCA).

“The Biden-Harris Administration’s failure to hold Azerbaijan accountable for its
genocide of Artsakh, occupation of Armenian territory, and ongoing detention of
Armenian prisoners and political leaders has not only undermined efforts to ensure a
durable and just peace, but also emboldened Azerbaijan’s escalating threats of renewed
aggression,” said ANCA Executive Director Aram Hamparian.

Presidential candidate Robert F. Kennedy, Jr. THE FIRST GENOCIDE
delivered a powerful pro-Artsakh message today in

the Armenian Youth Federation (AYF).

Kennedy’s statement — a robust defense of the rights of indigenous Armenians to return
to Artsakh — called for decisive U.S. leadership in holding Azerbaijan accountable for its
violent ethnic cleansing of Artsakh. He warned of renewed Azerbaijani aggression,
asserting that: “If left without international support, the Armenian Genocide of 1915
will be finalized in the coming weeks and months.”

Though today we
commemorate the 109th anniversary of the beginning of the Armenian Genocide, the
plight of the Armenians is not over — and we must recommit ourselves to end the
ethnic cleansing and defend Armenians’ right to self-determination.”

Commenting on Azerbaijan’s efforts to seize yet more Armenian territory, he pointed
out that: “The regime threatens to invade Armenia if they don’t cede several towns and
villages inside Armenia’s territorial boundaries,” adding that, “today, Azerbaijani
bulldozers are destroying what remains of Armenian heritage in Artsakh.”

Ambassador Sam Brownback, a globally respected
former U.S. Senator, Kansas Governor, and U.S. Ambassador for International Religious
Freedom, delivered an impassioned plea to the Biden Administration on April 24th —
Armenian Genocide Justice Day — to stand with Armenia against an imminent threat of
invasion by Turkey and Azerbaijan, reported the Armenian National Committee of
America (ANCA).

Amb. Brownback issued his powerful remarks in front of the White House during the
March for Justice rally — organized by the Armenian Youth Federation Washington Ani
Chapter — marking the 109th anniversary of the Armenian Genocide. Marchers
demanded that President Biden end U.S. complicity in Azerbaijan’s 2023 genocide
against Artsakh’s indigenous Armenian population.

Brownback, speaking to hundreds of Armenian American and supporters, stated:

legislation that seeks to enforce sanctions against
Azerbaijani officials responsible for war crimes and human rights abuses, including the
ethnic cleansing of Artsakh, the arbitrary detention of Armenian POWs and civilian
captives, the torture and abuse of detainees, and extrajudicial killings, reported the
Armenian National Committee of America (ANCA).
Specifically, “The Azerbaijan Sanctions Review Act of 2024 ” would require the Biden
Administration to report within 180 days of passage the applicability of sanctions on
Azerbaijani officials responsible for human rights violations, based on the Global
Magnitsky Human Rights Accountability Act and Section 7031 of the State, Foreign
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Operations and Related Programs Act.

Rep. Titus explained, “Armenians are facing an ongoing ethnic cleansing and genocide
at the hands of Azerbaijan, which is why I have introduced the Azerbaijan Sanctions
Review Act of 2024. After its illegal, year-long blockade of the Lachin Corridor,
Azerbaijan weaponized food and starved many of Artsakh’s 120,000 Armenians. The
Aliyev government rejected calls from the international community to withdraw and
ease tensions but instead launched an assault on the Armenian community in Artsakh.”
Rep. Titus continued, “We cannot mince words when talking about what ensued: ethnic
cleansing with genocidal intent. People with long-standing claims to the land were
systematically pushed out by an aggressor; children were denied food and water and are
no longer able to go to school; and Christian landmarks were desecrated. It’s time to
impose costs on President Aliyev and his supporters for their actions instead of
rewarding them with arms deals. My bill is an important first step.”

Prior to the joint meeting of the Prime Minister of Armenia Nikol Pashinyan, the

President of the European Commission Ursula von der Leyen and US Secretary of State
Antony Blinken, scheduled on 5 April in Brussels, the Europeans for Artsakh platform
has addressed a LETTER to the EU leadership, emphasizing the dire need of housing of
the forcibly displaced indigenous Armenian population of Nagorno Karabakh/Artsakh.
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The letter reads as follows:

“As EU citizens, we are appealing to the EU to earmark financial means to
enable dignified housing in the Republic of Armenia for the forcibly
displaced indigenous Armenian population of Nagorno Karabakh/Artsakh,
until international protection mechanisms are put in place so that they
can collectively return to their homeland, namely Nagorno
Karabakh/Artsakh.”

Drawing parallels with the international projects, following the 1988 earthquake in
Armenia, the Europeans for Artsakh platform suggests that similar initiatives could
provide a mid-term solution to prevent the annihilation of a millennia-old culture.

The Europeans for Artsakh platform underlines EU’s role as a principal mediator of the
negotiations on the Nagorno Karabakh conflict, headed by President Charles Michel,
since 2021. The letter states that while the EU leadership continuously acknowledged
the necessity of protecting the human rights of the indigenous Armenian population of
Nagorno Karabakh, they often stressed the importance of the “integration” of the
Armenian population of Nagorno Karabakh in Azerbaijan and advocated for it, also
when Azerbaijan imposed a blockade, starvation and carried our military aggression.
The platform makes a reference to the European Parliament (EP) resolution of 5
October 2023 which expresses “deep dissatisfaction at the fact that regular alerts by the
EP regarding the situation in Nagorno-Karabakh and the risks of a catastrophic outcome
have been disregarded by the Commission and the Council.
