The Armenian National Committee of America
(ANCA) joined In Defense of Christians (IDC) and Save Armenia in calling on the State
Department to follow U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom (USCIRF)
recommendations to place Azerbaijan on its Countries of Particular Concern (CPC) list,
along with North Korea and Pakistan.
In its annual report issued earlier today , USCIRF downgraded Azerbaijan from its
Special Watch List (SWL) to the CPC designation and urged the State Department to do
the same for “for engaging in systematic, ongoing, and egregious violations of religious
freedom, as defined by the International Religious Freedom Act (IRFA).” The report
also called on the U.S. Government to “allocate funding to the U.S. Agency for
International Development and U.S. Embassy in Baku to restore, preserve, and protect

places of worship and other religious or cultural sites in Nagorno-Karabakh and
surrounding territories.”
During a press conference organized by IDC and Save Armenia, ANCA Executive
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Director Aram Hamparian pressed the State Department to heed USCIRF’s
recommendation.

Sixty-six U.S. Representatives called on U.S. House Appropriations Committee leaders
today to allocate $200 million in U.S. assistance for Artsakh refugees, expand U.S.
military aid to Armenia, suspend all military and security assistance to Azerbaijan and
explore the application of sanctions on Azerbaijani war criminals, reported the
Armenian National Committee of America (ANCA).
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The ANCA-backed bi-partisan letter, led by Congressional Armenian Caucus Co-Chair
Frank Pallone (D-NJ) and sent to Rep. Mario Diaz-Balart, Chairman of the House
Appropriations Subcommittee on Foreign Operation, and Rep. Barbara Lee (D-CA),
Ranking Democrat of that Committee, specifically requests:

— $200 million for refugees from Nagorno-Karabakh in AEECA

— Suspension of all U.S. military and security aid to Azerbaijan and directs the
Secretary of State to develop an assessment of potential sanctions against Azerbaijani
officials.

— $20 million in Foreign Military Financing (FMF) and $10m in International Military
Education and Training (IMET) for Armenia

— $10 million for law enforcement reforms in INCLE

— $10 million in democratic reforms under OTI

“We join with the leadership of the Congressional Armenian Caucus and more than
sixty of their U.S. House colleagues in demanding a long overdue ban on U.S. military
aid to Azerbaijan, sanctions against the Aliyev regime, and meaningful levels of U.S.
humanitarian aid for Artsakh refugees,” said ANCA Executive Director Aram
Hamparian.

The Armenian National Committee of America
(ANCA) today called on the U.S. House to
immediately expel Henry Cuellar (D-TX) over his
indictment for accepting nearly six hundred thousand dollars in Azerbaijani bribes. The
indictment, only recently unsealed, presents detailed accusations that Rep. Cuellar, who
serves as co-chair of the Congressional Azerbaijan Caucus, accepted substantial
payments from Azerbaijani state-controlled entities in return for advancing pro-
Azerbaijan legislation.

“We call on the U.S. House to immediately vote to expel Henry Cuellar, condemn
Azerbaijan’s brazen interference in our American democracy, and enact statutory
measures to prevent ongoing attempts by Azerbaijan’s corrupt Aliyev family to rig U.S.
foreign policy in its favor,” said Aram Hamparian, Executive Director of the ANCA.
“We have, for more than a decade now, fought Henry Cuellar at the ballot box and
battled his genocide-enabling legislation on Capitol Hill — always shining a national
spotlight on this foreign breach of the American public trust. By all accounts, this is just
the tip of the iceberg.”

According to the federal indictment, unsealed earlier today, Rep. Cuellar and his wife
are accused of receiving over $598,000 from an Azerbaijani state-owned oil company
and other foreign entities in exchange for advancing Azerbaijani interests within the
U.S. Congress.

In a May 8th letter to Rep. Pallone, the Hamparian described the instances of bribery
detailed in the indictment as “despicable and inconsistent with the transparent and
accountable democracy we have the right to enjoy in the United States.” He expressed
concerns that the charges are “just the ‘tip of the iceberg’ and part of a broader foreign
campaign that has contributed to a deeply flawed American foreign policy with respect
to Armenia and Azerbaijan.”
In addition to expulsion proceedings, Hamparian is also urging the Armenian Caucus
Co-Chair to call on the “House Ethics Committee to conduct an investigation into the
influence activities of the Azerbaijani Government and state-affiliated entities in the

U.S. Congress — particularly as it pertains to the activities of the Congressional
Azerbaijan Caucus.”

According to a federal indictment unsealed last Friday, Rep. Cuellar, who serves as co-
chair of the Congressional Azerbaijan Caucus, and his wife, Imelda, accepted substantial
payments from Azerbaijani state-controlled entities in return for advancing pro-
Azerbaijan legislation. On multiple occasions, Cuellar communicated directly with
Azerbaijani officials to discuss strategies for overriding Armenian interests in Congress —
specifically targeting initiatives led by Congressional Armenian Caucus leaders.

Over the past months, ANCA national board and staff members have barnstormed
across the United States, mobilizing Armenian American communities through a series
of public forums, workshops, and events aimed at empowering local activists and
coordinating advocacy efforts to bolster Armenia’s sovereignty and hold Azerbaijan
accountable for its genocide of Artsakh and ongoing aggression against Armenia.
Spearheaded by newly appointed Grassroots Director Gev Iskajyan, the ANCA National
team participated in over a dozen events across 10 states, speaking with Armenian
American youth leaders and veteran community activists about a broad range of ANCA
legislative advocacy priorities.

Following his return from Artsakh, where he led the ANC-Artsakh office, Iskajyan
spoke at several student forums in Los Angeles, including with the Armenian Students’
Associations at the College of the Canyons, UC Riverside, UCLA, and USC — addressing
the immediate challenges facing the 150,000 Armenians forcibly displaced from their
homes in Artsakh. He stressed the role of the diaspora in securing expanded
humanitarian assistance to those in need and forcefully advocating for the safe and
dignified return of Artsakh’s Armenians under international protection.

2 May 2024: The European Armenian Federation for Justice and Democracy (EAF]D)
vehemently condemns Azerbaijan’s expansionist policies towards the Republic of
Armenia, whereas currently the focus is on the Tavush region. Azerbaijan’s
unwarranted territorial claims, including those on Armenia’s Tavush region and the so-
called enclaves, as well as its insistence on extraterritorial transport links through
Armenia’s Syunik region, are utterly unacceptable.

While refusing to withdraw its forces from more than 200 square kilometers of the
sovereign territory of the Republic of Armenia it occupies since 2021, Azerbaijan is now
putting pressure on the Republic of Armenia to take control of a strategic territory in
the Tavush region of Armenia. Thus, under the guise of “delimitation and demarcation”
Azerbaijan is enforcing a land grab which will further aggravate the vulnerability of
Armenia.

If Azerbaijan takes control of the territory of strategic importance in the Tavush region
of Armenia, this will massively endanger Armenia’s interstate connection with Georgia,
a vital gas pipeline for Armenia and will encircle a number of Armenian villages, which
will inevitably lead to their depopulation. Apart from this, it will jeopardize the security
of the Armenian region of Lori.

Despite engaging in the process, the Armenian Prime Minister has declared that this
creates no solid security guarantees against a possible aggression by Azerbaijan. Thus,
the current actions of the Armenian government, carried out without any guarantee of
reaching a durable and dignified peace, constitute a further capitulation and are in
violation of the Armenian Constitution. Furthermore, it would allow Azerbaijan to
carry out a new aggression from better positions.
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The EAFJD Calls for Action to
Protect the Historic Armenian

Quarter in Jerusalem

The European Armenian Federation for Justice and
Democracy (EAFJD) has addressed a letter to the e

Head of the Mission of Israel to the EU and NATO,

the Members of the European Parliament Delegation for Relations with Israel, and the
main Jewish organizations in the EU and Belgium, addressing the alarming
circumstances threatening the historic Armenian quarter in Jerusalem. The letter urges
the addressees to use their leverage to call on the Israeli authorities to take appropriate
action and stop the highly destructive developments in Jerusalem.

Dating back to the 4th century, the Armenian presence in Jerusalem holds deep
historical significance. However, this historic quarter is currently under threat due to
aggressive actions by extremists, settlers, and businesspeople, seeking to appropriate the
land. Recent incidents, including an attack led by individuals associated with Israeli-
Australian businessman Danny Rubenstein, have targeted the Armenian community,
resulting in injuries and arrests among Armenian residents. Despite protests and calls for
protection, the Israeli authorities have not taken decisive action to safeguard the
Armenian quarter from these hostile incursions.

In the light of these developments, the EAFJD urges the Israeli authorities to protect
the status quo of Jerusalem and refrain from altering the demographic composition,
institutional structure, and the physical, cultural and historical character of
Jerusalem.Drawing parallels between the suffering endured by both Armenians and
Jews throughout history and having had to fight racial hatred, the EAFJD emphasizes
that the Israeli authorities have a duty to prevent such occurrences in Jerusalem.

La Camara de Representantes de Uruguay aprobé el 14 de mayo por unanimidad (74
votos afirmativos en 74 diputados presentes) un proyecto de ley que declara el 24 de
Abril de cada afio como el “Dia de recordacion del Genocidio Armenio” y establece que
los medios del pais deberan “integrar la cadena oficial de trasmisién simultdnea, que a
dicho efecto determinard anualmente y en ese dia el Poder Ejecutivo”.

La iniciativa habia sido aprobada por el Senado el pasado 7 de mayo , por lo que de no
interponerse observaciones por parte del Poder Ejecutivo, serd promulgada como ley en
los préximos dias.

El proyecto fue presentado por los representantes nacionales Nazmi Camargo (Cabildo
Abierto), Maria Eugenia Roselld (Partido Colorado), Juan Martin Rodriguez (Partido
Nacional) y Micaela Melgar (Frente Amplio). Del debate parlamentario, argumentando a
favor del proyecto participaron los diputados Pedro Jisdonian, Carlos Varela, Rafael
Menéndez, Ivan Posada, Maria Eugenia Roselld, Felipe Algorta, Hugo Cdmara, Ubaldo
Aita y Juan Martin Rodriguez. Como parte de sus alocuciones, varios de ellos
denunciaron la forma en que el negacionismo de Turquia y su impunidad han
alimentado los crimenes de Azerbaiyan contra los habitantes de Armenia y Artsaj en los
ultimos afos, incluyendo la destruccién del patrimonio cultural armenio.

Filed jointly with the International and Comparative Law Center based in Yerevan,
Armenia, with several co-submitted with the Lemkin Institute for Genocide Prevention,
these Magnitsky Sanctions cases are in direct response to war crimes and human rights
abuses committed during the recent Artsakh / Nagorno-Karabakh war, which
culminated in the ethnic cleansing and forced deportation of indigenous Armenians.

The ALC stressed that atrocities
committed against the people of Artsakh, Armenia, and the entire Armenian nation
demand swift and firm response in the pursuit of justice and accountability for the
victims and help prevent future atrocities.
