But they not only decided to putting at risk the
cultural facilities, the cultural history of the region, they decided to go into [Armenia]
and take part of Azerbaijan with no indication that they’re going to give up that
territory.”

California Assemblymember Laura Friedman and members of the California Armenian

Democratic Presidential Candidate Kamala Harris
expressed support for the “right for Armenians

to their homes,” in a campaign statement issued on September 23, 2024, marking
Armenian Independence Day, reported the Armenian National Committee of America
(ANCA).

The statement also noted that “we must never forget the Armenian Genocide,” and her
commitment to “lasting peace between Armenia and its neighbors that respects
sovereignty, independence, and territorial integrity.”

“As Vice President, Kamala Harris has had a full year to act on Artsakh’s right to return
—via a US-led resolution at the UN Security Council — yet she has only started talking
(to Armenian Americans, not UN member states) about this right 40 days before an
election in which Armenian voters across key swing states may prove decisive,” stated
ANCA Executive Director Aram Hamparian.

“Notably, Vice President Harris — whose Administration armed Azerbaijan’s genocidal
blockade and attack on Artsakh — did not lift a finger or even raise her voice against
Azerbaijan’s 2023 aggression. Even at the level of campaign rhetoric, she has not said a
word about cutting US military arms and aid to Azerbaijan, or otherwise holding Baku
accountable for its crimes,” continued Hamparian.

“Politicians — presidential or otherwise — cannot posture as friends of Armenians while
simultaneously refusing to hold Aliyev to account or failing to deter renewed
Azerbaijani aggression,” concluded Hamparian.

The Armenian National Committee of America (ANCA)
engaged in high-level talks with Senator Gary Peters (D-
MI) last week regarding the urgent need for robust U.S.
action to hold Azerbaijan accountable for the genocidal ethnic cleansing of Artsakh’s (Nagorno
Karabakh) indigenous Armenian population. The discussion emphasized the importance of
implementing comprehensive U.S. sanctions, providing lifesaving humanitarian aid to the
120,000 forcibly displaced Artsakh Armenians, and international guarantees for their safe
return to their homes. Senator Peters reaffirmed his unwavering commitment to efforts to
secure accountability for Azerbaijan’s war crimes.

‘Australia’s civic action and humanitarian response during WWT'.

Legislative Council debated and unanimously
adopted the Notice of Motion tabled by the Hon.
Susan Carter MLC, reported the Armenian National Committee of Australia (ANC-AU).
The motion, tabled on Thursday, 19 September 2024, marked the first anniversary of
the ethnic cleansing of Artsakh’s over 100,000 Armenians and came up one week later
for debate.
The NSW Government’s Assistant Minister for Multicultural Affairs, the Hon Mark
Buttigieg MLC seconded the motion, whilst statements supporting the motion were also
provided by the Hon. Cate Faehrmann (NSW Greens) and the Hon. Jacqui Munro MLC
(NSW Liberals).

In addition to condemning the 24-hour military assault and forcible displacement of
Armenians, the motion also called for several pro-Armenian motions. These included
calling for Azerbaijan to “withdraw from the internationally recognised borders of
Armenia”, “to release all Armenian political prisoners”, “cease the deliberate destruction
of Christian and cultural heritage of Artsakh”, and allow the right of return of the
Armenians of Artsakh.
